ADCQ Response to Questions on Superannuation for Queensland Government Employees.

What is the name of the legislation (or scheme) that governs the superannuation rights of Queensland government employees?
What are the superannuation rights of same-sex employees of the Queensland government regarding death benefits and reversionary pensions? Does the interdependency category apply to these funds?

The Superannuation (State Public Sector) Act 1990 provides the machinery for the establishment of a (then) new superannuation scheme for the State public sector.  The Act provides that the scheme is established by a Deed which is deemed to be subordinate legislation. The current subordinate legislation is:

· Superannuation (State Public Sector) Deed 1990 
· Superannuation (State Public Sector) Deed 1990 – Revision notice 
· Superannuation (State Public Sector) Notice 2000 
· Superannuation (State Public Sector) Regulation 1990 
The Deed seems to provide for different categories of membership and there seems to be differing definitions of “spouse” within certain categories of membership.  At this stage the Commission is unable to provide a comprehensive response to the second dot point query as it does not have the specialist knowledge
